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TRUSTEES’ REPORT – Trustees’ responsibility for church property has been especially exciting this year as restoration of  roof and steeple got underway.  Part of the long-range goal of preservation of the historic building from “bass to basement”, structural restoration of the roof featured sophisticated engineering by Structures North Engineers of Salem, state-of-the-art materials and the superb craftsmanship of the team from Heritage Steeple Jack Co.  The steeple, the source of leaking that brought the urgent need for action to the church body’s attention, started as repair but soon became complete re-building as deficiencies of the original  installation became apparent.  But now, as  phase one of work nears completion, this generation of church members and friends can be pleased and confident that as restoration moves on to such areas as electrical wiring and the remarkable walls and ceiling, our old house of worship is sound and ready to serve for many more prayerful decades.


Other property concerns have not abated.  The parsonage deck is dangerously rotted, a design of a ramp to the church for handicap access is required, and execution of an ear-marked grant for refurbishing the church study awaits a decision on the desired focus of the room’s usefulness.  Finally, this committee will be turning its attention to establishing an appropriate annual appeal for reliable and adequate funding of the church body’s worshipful activities and responsibilities.  With such a wide array of decisions and challenges in front of us, we Trustees enthusiastically welcome your support and give robust thanks for all that you have already provided.
